
Signs and superstitions have always been a controversial topic.  Some believe that it is all absurd, while other swear that there is some genuine truth in such beliefs.  Mark Twain shows that he views superstitions in a negative light.  By doing this he makes the point that those who believe in such superstitions are not as intelligent as those who do not believe in them.  In The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn, Twain depicts his negative feelings by making signs and superstitions mean something bad is coming, by turning them into an excuse for characters to blame their problems onto, and by making the superstitions seem humorous and ridiculous to the reader. 

Mark Twain presents signs and superstitions as negative by making them mean that something bad is coming.  Almost every time that a sign or superstition is discussed in the novel, the characters interpret it to mean that something bad will happen. “I said it looked to me like all the signs are about bad luck, and so I asked him if there warn’t any good-luck signs. He says: ‘Mighty few—an’ dey ain’ no use to a body.’”  Jim says that only the bad luck signs are any use.  Twain is trying to connect sings with negative feelings, and
